Day 1:  Tue, Sep 24 - Depart on an overnight flight to Munich.  This is a long 

flight so we suggest you go to bed early before you travel, stay hydrated (less 

alcohol), snooze during the flight if you can and youôll experience 

less jetlag. 

 

Day 2:  Wed, Sep 25 ï Upon arrival to the Munich Airport , we will meet at the 

information booth just after going through customs.  We will gather everyone 

together and meet our busses.  Our busses have Kreuz-Reisen (Kreuz Tours) 

written on the side.  Everyoneôs patience is greatly appreciated as it takes time to 

round up all our people from different flights. 

 After an approximate 1 İ hour bus ride, weôll arrive 

at our new home in Grassau.  We will be staying in 

two hotels, the Hotel Sperrer & Grassauer Hof, 

both first class accommodations with elevators.  

Upon arrival, a welcome drink awaits you at the Ho-

tel Sperrer Restaurant where there we will do per-

sonal introductions as your luggage is taken to your 

room.   After dinner, there will be a short evening of  

square dancing before retiring after a very long day.   

 

Day 3:  Thu, Sep 26 ï Morning free time ï shops open at 8 am.  

Banks open at 8:30 am.  After breakfast, free time to explore the 

Grassau.  There will be time to exchange money, shop or just relax.  

Grassau has nearly anything you might need all within walking dis-

tance, to include two banks, a post office, several places to get fresh 

bakery goods, butcher store with fresh sandwiches, coffee shops, 

several eateries & restaurants to include pizza and Bavarian special-

ties, pharmacies, groceries, souvenirs, clothing stores, bus service, 

medical services 24-7 and much more.   Be sure to stop in to 

the tourist information office , across the street from the 

town May Pole for maps and area information.  Note:  If you 

are interested in an English USA Today Newspaper, it can 

be ordered and picked it up at Gertiôs Zeitungseck, a nearby 

  newspaper stand.

This afternoon weôll take a short bus ride to the Amerang 

Farmersô Museum.  Youôll see farm houses build centu-

ries ago and how people lived back then.  At the Farmersô 

Museum there is a restaurant where you can have lunch.  

They are known for their wonderful soups.   

 

For those who like a little night life after the square dance, 

there are a couple of bars in Grassau and the typical Gasthaus will usually stay open as 

long as drinks are being ordered.  
 

For those staying at the Hotel Sperrer, there is a downstairs party and card room and a TV with Eng-

lish CNN.  For those staying at the Hof, if you would like to play cards with your friends, ask to use the 

dining room.  Both hotels have wireless Internet for a small fee (5 Euro per week unlimited), so bring 

your laptop.  Square Dancing after dinner  ï yes! 

 

Day 4:  Fri, Sep 27 ï Today we take about a 45 minute drive to Berchtesgaden, one 

of most the breath taking alpine regions in the Bavarian Alps.  You will visit the 

Obersalzberg Salt Mines and dress in the traditional minerôs outfits, straddle the open 

train cars and ride deep into the salt mountain.  The 

tour includes several interesting displays of how the 

miners worked the mines years back.  The fun part is 

experiencing the slides the miners took to get from one 

level to the next.  If the weather permits, we will visit 

Berchtesgaden's Eagleôs Nest.  Note:  This trip is op-

tional because it would be useless and often closed if 

the mountain is overcast or raining.                         

Dancing after dinner. 

Day 5:  Sat, Sep 28 - Today is Michaeli-Markt , Grassauôs 

annual street market day.  Hereôs where Grassau blocks off 

the streets on the main drag, and transforms itself into a huge 

market place.  Booths are set up through the main street.  

There will be a variety unique of things to buy, from tee 

shirts to socks, kitchen items to linens, Bavarian hats to CDs 

and souvenirs.  Youôll find all kinds of local specialized 

food, beer gardens and local bands.  There are also new farm 

machinery displays, animal auctions and rides for the chil-

dren.  This is a wonder-

ful time to really get 

close and observe the 

locals.  This all takes 

place in just one day 

and when evening 

comes, everything will be gone, not even one piece of trash.  

Tonight itôs Dinner on your own.  There are lots of wonderful 

places to dine with your friends in Grassau.  Hereôs a chance to try 

the open menu at the Hotel Sperrer or experience anyone of the 

village fine eateries. Thereôs the Grassauer Hof, and the Gasthof 

zur Post, two pizza places, a steak house and several others.

Day 6:  Sun, Sep 29 - Today weôre off to the City of 

Mozart.  Late this morning weôll travel a short drive 

to Salzburg, Austria.  Our guide will meet us for a 

city walking tour.  If you donôt want to do the 1 İ 

mile foot tour, you can stop off at the horse and bug-

gies where you can do your own tour by coach or 

stroll the old part of the city on your own.  You will 

see Mozartôs birthplace a house in the center of the 

old town.  Youôll find open-air markets, several cathedrals and music halls and lots of sidewalk 

cafés. You can also take the funicular  inclined railway (small dis-

count for groups of 10 or more) to the impenetrable Hohensalz-

burg Fortress for a fantastic view of the city.  There you will find a 

free museum, gift shop, a restaurant and medieval village and court 

yard.  This is the largest fully-preserved fortress in Europe.  The 

fortress was constructed in 1077 during a dispute with the Pope 

over who should be allowed to appoint the bishop.  This evening is 

what everyone is waiting for, the Mozart Dinner Concert, held in 

the atmospheric, baroque vaults of St Peter's 

Abbey, known as the Stiftskeller St. Peter.   

Visitors will savor a fine three-course meal accompanied by the Mozart 

Ensemble, which performs works composed by Salzburg's most famous 

son. The musicians are clad in historical costumes and the whole atmos-

phere transports you back to Mozart's times. While no doubt extremely 

touristy, the Mozart Dinner is a must for any visitor to Salzburg.  Formal 

attire is not required.  No square dancing tonight, itôs all classical.  Itôs a 

late return. 

 

Day 7:  Mon, Sep 30  ï Today is the furthest bus excur-

sion we take.  Itôs about a 2 İ hour bus ride to our first 

stop, the magnificent Wies Church or Field Church.  

This elaborate Pilgrimage Church is isolated by its self in 

a meadow.  Built in 1740, it is the most beautiful baroque 

church in Bavaria and probably in the world.  Itôs famous 

for the miracle of tears seen on the 

face of the Scourged Savior statue.  

After its discovery, there rapidly 

developed a pilgrimage of unex-

pected proportions.  Also significant 

is the Door to Eternity , or 

Heavenôs Gate.  The door is closed 

but calls to be opened for believers to enter the Kingdom of Heaven.  It 

symbolizes one that Jesus Christ made himself: "I am the door; by me if 

anyone enter in, he shall be saved.  Hopefully the door will appear to lean 

towards you as you move from either side of the church.

Day 7:  Continued  Mon, Sep 30  ï  Now itôs on 

to the Neuschwanstein Castle or Schloss 

Neuschwanstein.  Here is what everyone has 

been waiting for.  Translated into English, the 

New Swan Stone Castle is one of the most beau-

tiful and well preserved castles in the world.  

Originally ordered to be built by King Ludwig II , 

this is the epitome of neo-romantic style and is 

the most famous 

of all medieval 

castles.  The 

palace was in-

tended as a personal refuge for the reclusive king, but it was opened 

to the paying public immediately after his death in 1886. Since then 

over 60 million people have visited Neuschwanstein Castle.  More 

than 1.3 million people visit annually, with up to 6,000 per day in 

the summer.  Itôs a fairy-tale fantasy come true.   The castle over-

looks the picturesque Hohenschwangau Castle and the romantic 

Alpsee Lake. 

From here itôs on to famous woodcarving and Passion Play village of 

Oberammergau.  This unique village is known for its religious airbrush paint-

ings on the buildings, the flowers on the balconies all nestled in a little village 

with the Alps as a background.  Itôs another painterôs and photographerôs 

dream come true.  Oberammergau is known for its Passion Play, performed 

every ten years on years ending in zero.  The next performance will be in 2020.  

The passion play recounts the townspeople pact with God that they would per-

form the Passion Play every ten years if the plague would bypass them.  It did.  

Most of the buildings in Oberammergau have beautifully detailed murals on 

them, mostly of biblically significance.  Oberammergau is the perfect place 

to send back home that cuckoo clock, special Christmas tree ornaments and 

other souvenirs.  We recommend the Kªthe Wohlfahrtôs "Christkindlmarkt" 

store where they offer small discount to groups by simply showing your 

badge.  This is only one store of many.  Take your time and shop around.  

Many stores will offer a discount if you simply ask.  Most of the shops will 

ship your purchase home using your credit card. 

The day is still not over.  This evening will be hosted by the Zugspitz-

Promenaders Square Dance Club north of Garmisch-Partenkirchen in the 

little town of Spatzenhausen for dinner and a dance before returning home.
